· to practice courtesy on the road which is more than the law requires, so that family, friends, and other drivers learn from my example;

· to practice environmentally-friendly driving, by encouraging my parents to buy fuel-efficient vehicles and by planning so as to do the most errands possible on each trip;

· to understand and agree that driving is a privilege, not a right, and that the denial of that privilege by my parents is for my and my community’s health and safety.

Because I hold myself out to be a model for others, I know that, as I practice being a model, my family, friends, and community will be safer and healthier, and that, in exchange for a free “Drivers Safety Notification Sign”, I will display the sign during my initial phase of driving for a period of at least six month for the safety of myself, my family (because my loved ones are worth it!), my friends, and other motorists.  I am aware that, by honoring my promises, I might receive national recognition through Smart Teens Drive Safe nationwide campaign.  At the same time, if I fail as a model, then my failure will affect me, my family, friends, and community badly.
